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· Introduction:  Ladies & Gentlemen, the World’s Only Smoke-Ring Aerobatics by Herb & Ditto.  From show Left, they will demonstrate a simulated aircraft carrier take-off.  Lifting off at 65 knots (75 mph) and an immediate turn away from the aircraft carrier, they will be flying on the 1425 horsepower of the Curtiss-Wright engine.

· Starting REVEILLE gets the crowd’s attention:

· Narration supplement – Please use for introductory material

· Ground-start - a simulated carrier take-off

· Air-start - wingover entry from show right

· Recognizing the USAF use of the T-28A model, the AIR FORCE SONG plays with Herb “peeling off into a wingover entry from show right” with smoke “ON” for a high-speed dive & canopy pass at show center.  This pass is perfect for strafing-pyro.  Next Herb and Ditto break into their first series of vertical maneuvers, which will create smoke rings.   They will demonstrate their Smoke-Ring Aerobatics spontaneously during the series of horizontal rolls after each turnaround. The fans can be encouraged to participate in counting the number they are able to bust through, a bulls-eye.  The intense music from the soundtrack of FOREVER YOUNG fits the aerobatic routine, full of suspense!

· The intensity of the music again sets the mood for the last two minutes of the aerobatics, which includes the three-leaf clover, Herb’s version of a cloverleaf with vertical rolls   The high-speed entry is perfect for a single bomb pyro.  Again, they will spontaneously try to get a bulls-eye through the smoke rings, sometimes rolling as they go through.  A miss is considered an “Oops.”
· ANCHORS AWEIGH plays as Ditto’s tail hook is lowered to signal for a carrier landing.  At show center an overhead break allows Ditto to lower the speed brake, landing gear and flaps, open the canopy and land at show center with the tail hook down.  NOTE: Over-water performances might include a photo pass in the dirty configuration in lieu of the carrier landing.  (Unless you can hire a barge with an LSO for us).

NARRATION – (High Show – Air or Ground Start)
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	CARRIER TAKE-OFF


	(Ground Start Only) Use the Narration Supplement during the 2 minute climb. 

From show-left Herb & Ditto perform a simulated carrier take off, flying mostly on the power of the 1425 hp Curtiss-Wright engine, lifting off at 65 knots, climbing turn out to 3000’ agl.  Their entire aerobatic routine is accomplished at normal cruise power, using the mass and energy of the TROJAN’s four and one-half tons of weight.

	CANOPY PASS 

(Beginning of Air Start)

STRAFING PYRO
	FROM SHOW RIGHT AT OVER 350 MILES PER HOUR WITH THE WING TIP VORTEX SMOKE SHOWING THE TREMENDOUS SPEED AND POWER, PULLING NEARLY FOUR AND ONE-HALF G’S!!!  

	VERTICAL TURN-A-ROUND
	Using the energy from the 350 mph pass and climbing nearly vertical, they go over the top in a sort-of Cloverleaf turn while looking for smoke-ring targets

	LOOP & ½ REVERSE CUBAN-EIGHT 
	From show left coming out of turn, he’s diving to gain enough speed to attempt the Old Barnstormer Loop, while looking for smoke-ring targets, followed by a ½ Reverse Cuban-Eight turn-a-round at show right. 

	SMOKE-RING AEROBATICS

(Attempts will constantly be made)
	Watch the smoke rings and other shapes form from the lingering smoke trails.  Herb will constantly try to position himself to safely bust through them on each pass, a BULLSEYE, sometimes rolling as he goes thru. A miss is an “OOPS.”   (The surface wind will determine the success of this portion).

	BARRELL ROLL
	From show right, a NAVY style barrel roll to the right, which is done rolling around a distant point 45 degrees off to the side.  The smoke trail shows you where they’ve been!  At show left they will do a Kerry Turn (roll right 270 degrees, pull and turn left and visa-versa)

	TOOTSIE ROLL and SMOKE-RING TARGET
	From show left, a RH roll going up, level off, and a LH roll going down.  Roll rate is 60 deg/sec or 6 sec for a complete roll.   Like a Tootsie Roll, twisted at both ends.

	FOUR POINT ROLL
	And from show right, the four-point roll is accomplished very smoothly, as he must prevent the typically heavy nose of a military warbird from leading them into the ground.  

	SMOKE-RING AEROBATICS
	In a level turn from show left Herb will demonstrate how the smoke trails break up into a “Circle of Rings” turn and look for targets to bust through, using the effective Kerry Turn.

	CLIMB & TALK
	We’re going to talk to Herb now…Herb, can you hear me?  Your fans are listening. Herb thanks the volunteers, sponsors and staff for their special event, and for inviting them to participate.  They then build suspense getting ready for the “Three-leaf Clover” and another series of attempts to bust the smoke rings.

	3 LEAF CLOVER

BOMB PYRO
	And now, with smoke on, from show right diving to 300 mph, pulling 4-1/2 g’s to the vertical, rolling a precise 120* and finishing the first “leaf” with the top half of a loop, diving again to pick up that life-saving speed and again pulling to the vertical and a 120* roll and the last half of a loop.  Will he have enough energy to complete the third leaf???  Let’s watch carefully, remember he doesn’t add power during his aerobatic routine, just precision energy management at high cruise power!!!   

	SMOKE RING AEROBATICS 
	Diving in from show right Herb is looking for targets to hit.  How many will he get this time?  Victory roll after last attempt.

	CARRIER BREAK
	Notice his tail hook is now down, the standard signal for permission to land aboard the carrier.  Now in the carrier “break” with the speed brake out, slowing down to lower the landing gear, adding full flaps, opening the canopy (in case of a ditching operation) and setting up in a 325’ altitude landing pattern.

	CARRIER LANDING
	From the 325’ landing pattern at 82 knots speed (std NAVY procedure), Ditto is carefully guided to the carrier centerline with the tail hook still down in an attempt to snag the third wire, a perfect carrier landing!!!
