SUMMARY and DETAILS:

· Starting REVILEE gets the crowd’s attention:

· Ground-start - before a simulated carrier take-off 

· Air-start – wingover entry from show right

· Narration Supplement – Please use for introductory material

· Strafing pyro- can be used on the opening pass

· Bomb pyro - can be used at one more point in the performance

· During The Air Force Song Herb & Ditto will enter the aerobatic box and determine the height and type of ceiling (cloud layer) by making a circle around the basic perimeter.  After determining the restrictions he will announce the maneuvers to the announcer, as is practical, but generally will follow the same as the High Show except the maneuvers will be horizontal instead of vertical.

· The romantic intense music from the soundtrack of FOREVER YOUNG fits the aerobatic routine with a Cuban Eight on its side and very tight trying to create some Smoke-Ring Aerobatics.

· With the limiting ceiling, the turn-a-rounds will most likely be close-in steep turns.

· Same for the loop, it will also be on its side, and might be two consecutive ones.

· The “Circle of Rings” is a 360-degree turn at show center and targets will be called out to the announcer.

· When Smoke rings are created, Herb will spontaneously try to fly through them for the spectators.

· The NAVY style Barrel Roll uses a lot of altitude and might not be able to be done.  The Air Force style and cutting the roll shorter uses less altitude.

· The Tootsie Roll is a combination; a Right-hand aileron roll going up, then leveling off for a short period, followed by a Left-hand aileron roll going downhill.  (Like a Tootsie roll with the wrapper twisted in opposite directions at the ends.)

· A 4-Point Hesitation Roll is a standard maneuver, but the nose-heavy warbird has to start with a nose up attitude.

· The sloooow Aileron Roll will complete the first series.

· Depending on the ceiling height, Herb & Ditto will try to simulate the Three-leaf Clover, only in the horizontal or lying on its side.  Again, Herb will demonstrate the Smoke-Ring Aerobatics.

· ANCHORS AWEIGH plays as Ditto’s tail hook is lowered to signal for a carrier landing.  At show center an overhead break allows Ditto to lower the speed brake, landing gear and flaps, open the canopy and land at show center with the tail hook down.  NOTE: Over-water performances may include a photo pass in lieu of the carrier landing.
· POST FLIGHT – “Herb & Ditto” will be available with FREE personalized autograph cards at the static display area.
